wealthy tourists lie in the sun watching the 
colorful panorama of their play.

"Ten hours later, under a beautiful tropical 
moon, we landed at Wake Island. On the beach the 
rotting hulk of a transport ship, the wrecked 
planes and tanks, and bombed pillboxes are silent 
evidence of the battle of Wake Island. Only the 
wild screaming of terns and frigates, the soft 
caress of trade winds and the landing of planes 
disturb the peace of this tiny island.

"Eleven hours later, after 6000 miles across 
endless' stretches of the Pacific Ocean, we flew 
over the coast of Japan where the towering snow 
covered cone of Mount Fujiyama rises like a
