New Pilots, Planes, Routes 
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51 New Pilots by March
Flying Tigers will hire a total of 51 

new pilots in five separate classes be­
tween January and March, according to 
Dick Wilson, director of flying. The first 
class of twelve new second officers 
started training January 3, and the sec­
ond class January 23 at the Samuel B. 
Mosher Training Center at headquarters.

The new pilots are being hired to 
cover increases in the airline’s schedule 
and acquisition of additional aircraft, 
Wilson said.

Airline’s DC-8 Fleet 
Expands by Five

Flying Tigers is adding five more 
“stretched” DC-8 jetfreighters to its 
fleet, for a total of 20 of what the air­
line’s Chairman Wayne Hoffman de­
scribes as the “most efficient narrow­
bodied freighter in the world.”

The airline acquired two DC-8-61 air­
craft from Overseas National Airways 
in December and will lease five addi­
tional DC-8-61S from Trans Interna­
tional Airlines in the near future. In re­
turn, Flying Tigers will lease TIA two 
DC-8-63s for a net increase to Flying 
Tigers of five aircraft.

The additional planes will be used to 
expand the airline’s domestic system as 
a direct result of the recent Congres­
sional deregulation of the air cargo in­

dustry signed into law last November.
“For more than 20 years we have 

been confined to a domestic route that 
restricted us to serving only the North­
east, the Midwest and the West. Thanks 
to deregulation, we can now extend our 
service to the Southeast and Southwest 
as well,” he said.

Hoffman noted that Flying Tigers’ 
need for long-range “stretched eights” 
had diminished since the introduction 
of 747 freighters on its international 
routes.

“The DC-8-61 is an ideal vehicle for 
domestic service, and we look forward 
to adding additional cities to our sys­
tem in the not too distant future,” he 
said.

Flying Tigers to Serve 
Major Southern Markets

Plans have been announced for ex­
pansion of scheduled airfreight service 
to four major Southern markets. During 
a five-day tour of the South, Wayne 
Hoffman disclosed that scheduled all­
cargo service will commence to Atlanta, 
Georgia and Charlotte, North Carolina 
on March 6; and to Houston and Dallas/ 
Fort Worth, Texas on April 3.

“All these cities will be linked to our 
domestic ‘hub’ in Chicago, where cargo 
will be transported to or from the key 
markets we currently serve throughout
