Seattle and Japan took the honors 

1980 Terminals of the Year for the U.S.

Seattle was selected on the basis of its 
revenue growth, control of terminal 
costs and its outstanding performance 
responding to Flying Tigers’ 1980 goal 
to increase reliability.

“Flying Tigers — World Champions 
of Air Cargo” was the theme of the air­
line’s first World Management Confer­
ence January 4-6, bringing members of 
our field management team together 
from around the system to review cor­
porate plans and strategies for 1981 
and give field management personnel 
the opportunity to interface with their 
counterparts systemwide.

Attendees at the conference heard 
presentations by HDQ and field top 
management and had the chance to 
ask and answer questions about our 
system operations and future plans.

Highlights of the event included the 
appearance at a cocktail reception of 
Tiger International’s newest member 
of its Board of Directors, former U.S. 
President Gerald Ford, a dinner add­
ress by noted sports commentator Jim 
McKay, and the awarding of the second 
annual Terminal of the Year Awards 
to Seattle for the U.S. and Japan for 
Asia (see page 1). European terminals 
will be included in next year’s T.O.T.Y. 
Awards.

Flying Tigers President Tom Grojean 
set the tone of the conference, stressing 
the following main points:

— Service is our number one consid­
eration for 1981. To survive we must be 
profitable, and to be profitable we must 
provide our customers with the best 
service available. Profit is the by­
product of satisfied customers.

— With the high cost of fuel and other 
operating expenses, we must actively 
seek a broader base of business and 
strive for higher yielding traffic.

— A solid management team is essen­
tial to guide us through the complex 
and difficult times we face. We have 
worked during 1980 to develop just 
such a team. We have appointed new 
senior vice presidents of administra­
tion and operations, and new vice pres­
idents of law, flight, maintenance & 
engineering, North America, sales and 
Europe, and in the near future will 
appoint VPs of finance and marketing. 
We will then have the best manage­
ment team in the industry, capable of 
developing the service, reliability and 
standards we need to maintain our 
position as the world champions of air 
cargo.

— We must not only improve but 
increase our services, such as expand­

ing our pickup and delivery program 
worldwide. We must remember that we 
are in the expedited distribution busi­
ness, not just the flying business.

— We need to tighten up our ship 
throughout the system, with managers 
delegating more responsibility to their 
staffs and challenging them to greater 
levels of reliability and efficiency. And 
by reliability we mean total reliability 
— in terminal operations and adminis­
trative functions as well as actual air­
craft movement.

— We must return our imbalanced cit­
ies to balance. We need good loads 
moving in and out of the locations we 
serve.

— We have a long way to go, but we 
have the resources to do the job. There 
are a number of programs being ex­
plored, developed and implemented to 
help us achieve our goals. Among these 
are the exploration of a mid-continent 
hub operation, the launching into Latin 
American markets, the honing of our 
schedules to effect improved reliabil­
ity, the setting of service standards 
and the development of both our auto­
mated and our human resources.

— Most importantly, we must remind 
ourselves, wherever we are in the Fly­
ing Tigers system, that there is no 
“we” and “they” in our company. We 
are a team, and if we all help each other 
do the best possible job for the team, we 
will all come up winners.

Speakers, capsuling their areas of 
responsibility and presenting their 
goals for 1981 included Senior Vice 
Presidents Russ Emerson, scheduled 
services; John Flynn, administration; 
and Lewis Jordan, oeprations; Vice

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January 11 marked the inaugura­
tion of our connecting over-the- 
pole service from Tokyo to Anchor­
age to Frankfurt. Connecting with 
flight #76 from Tokyo, the first 
weekly B747 flight #12 carried 
approximately 120,000 revenue 
pounds from ANC to FRA. Oswald 
Buttler, GM-Germany, reported 
that that an enthusiastic group of 
employees and key shippers greet­
ed the flight in FRA where crew 
members Don Blinn, Al Tiburzi 
and Boyd Higley received tradi­
tional Frankfurt steins presented 
by a representative of Asia. How­
ever, it was suspended indefinitely 
before the end of the month, due to 
restrictions placed by the Japan­
ese government which make op­
eration of the flight uneconomical. 
We are continuing to work with 
the U.S. State Department and the 
J apanese government and hope to 
reinstate the service at a later date 
without restrictions. We will con­
tinue to serve the Asia-Europe 
market by way of New York.
Due to escalating fuel and other oper­

ating costs, we are increasing domestic 
prices by an average of 8.1 percent 
effective March 1.
Among the first written commun­

ications from “home” received by 
the 52 American hostages upon 
their release from Iran recently 
were Christmas cards and a large 
poster with signatures of suppor­
ters, collected by an Alabama radio 
station and delivered by Flying 
Tigers. Radio station WERC of 
Birmingham, Alabama collected 
the 45 pounds of greetings in De­
cember. With the help of Bruce 
McKittrick, GM-Atlanta, and Os­
wald Buttler, GM-Germany and 
their staffs, the material was 
moved to Frankfurt via Flying Ti­
gers and to Teheran via Iran Air, 
but was returned undelivered to 
our FRA terminal. With news that 
the hostages were on their way 
home, our FRA customer service 
staff coordinated with the U.S. con­
sulate resulting in delivery of the 
greetings to the freed hostages in 
Wiesbaden, Germany, January 23.
For the third year, IBM has selected 

Flying Tigers to supply charter service 
from SFO to Sydney, Australia. The 
new contract, effective February 1, calls 
for 32 DC-8 flights for approximately 
S3.5 million in revenue.
Kudos to all involved in the suc­

cessful comat of our new B747 
simulator from London to LAX on 
board B747 #808FT - the William

Bartling— travelingLondon/Parj 
is/JFK/ORD/LAX. A cooperative 
effort including outstanding build­
up and handling by our London 
terminal, alert care by terminals 
in transit, headquarters support 
and outstanding handling and co­
ordination on arrival at LAX in­
sured successful delivery of the 
$4.5 million equipment. The simu­
lator has been placed in the new 
training center due to open in 
March.

A Flying Tigers MAC cargo flight 
became a mercy airlift recently, carry­
ing a critically ill Navy man from a 
remote Indian Ocean atoll to the Phil­
ippines for emergency medical treat­
ment. DC-8 S785FT had arrived in 
Diego Garcia in the Indian Ocean to 
off-load and pick up freight on a series 
of MAC flights there when the Navy 
requested the special assistance. In­
stead of on-loading cargo, the aircraft 
departed immediately carrying the ill 
man and a doctor to Clark AFB. At the 
controls were Captain Gary Venable, 
First Officer David Witter and Second 
Officer Robert Lane.
Notices were sent to our London­
based pilots and flight engineers 
informing them of the closure of 
our London domicile effective 
March 1. The domicile mainly sup­
ported our Saudi Arabian Airlines 
charter contract, which ends Feb­
ruary 28.
Agreement was reached at the IATA 

Cargo Tariff Coordinating Conference 
recently to implement an eastbound 
U.S. to Europe general rate increase 
effective April 1. The agreement has 
been filed with the U.S. CAB. Antici­
pated revenue to Flying Tigers is $9.1 
million based on an average rate in­
crease of 13.5 percent. The agreement 
contains innovative provisions which 
will allow Flying Tigers the flexibility 
necessary in the North Atlantic market 
as well as expedite approval by the 
CAB. This is the first IATA North 
Atlantic rate agreement in five years 
and is an important element in our 
efforts to return our North Atlantic 
operation to profitability.
Subject to Presidential approval, 

the CAB has awarded Flying Tig­
ers scheduled passenger authority 
between the U.S. and Korea, Tai­
wan, Hong Kong, Thailand, Indo­
nesia, Singapore, Malaysia, Sri 
Lanka and India. In addition, we 
were awarded permanent all­
cargo authority to the Philippines, 
Sri Lanka and India and gained 
Honolulu as a co-terminal point.

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to a room, we allowed an hour-and-a- 
half. The “morning ritual" usually in­
cluded preparing a cup of coffee in the 
room with a hot cup and bottled water 
(we carried bottled water euerywhere), 
and maybe some instant cereal. We 
brought a lot of food with us, especially 
during Phase II, as by that time we 
knew what we could and couldn’t get 
locally.
Next came a shower. Hopefully, there 

would be water; hopefully, it would be 
hot. Usually, it was brown. A few 
braved baths, but often found that the 
tubs drained onto the floor or caused 
the toilets to overflow. We learned early 
to appreciate the “small”conveniences 
we had left behind at home!
Next it was downstairs for pickup 

and the ride to the airport — 15 to 30 
minutes depending on where we were 
staying. As far as we could tell, Libya 
does not have traffic regulations that 
are readily observed. Drivers just get 
on the road and make their own lanes.

After the “terror ride” to the airport 
and past the armed security guards 
came customs departure where we 
picked up our passports. Every time we 
entered Libya we had to give up our 
passports in exchange for a green card. 
And the rules about green cards seemed 
to change daily: One day an agent 
would give us green cards and another 
day a different agent wouldn’t. Then 
we’d return to the airport for the next 
trip without green cards and yet an­
other agent would say, “Well, you must 
have a green card before I can give 
your passport.” But it was generally 
something we could work out.

Once on the plane we could get down 
to the business at hand, checking the 
galleys for catering and seeing that the 
aircraft was ready for the passengers. 
Food service meant dispensing a bag 
lunch containing bread, fruit juice, two 
hard-boiled eggs, olives, cake for des­
sert and bottled water.

The real excitement came during 
Phase II on the returns from Jeddah: 
How to convince the passengers that 
their bags — now much more than they 
came with — had to go in the baggage 
compartment... not on board the air­
craft. A few flight attendants were 
literally dragged across the ramp by 
passengers who would not give up 
their bags.

There were also a few interesting 
moments boarding the aircraft, as there 
were times when all the passengers

wanted to board the plane at once. One 
group just got off their buses and rushed 
the airplane. The flight attendants 
would form a sort of “human wall” at 
the bottom of the stairs to hold them 
back until we could get control and 
board a few at a time.

This is not to say that our passengers 
were rude or ill-mannered. It was gen­
erally a question of communicating the 
proper procedures, and once they were 
on board and seated, they were delight­
ful to serve.

When we weren’t flying, we did get in 
some sightseeing, to nearby towns and 
places we could walk to; but as far as 
“going out” like we do at home — any­
thing social like dancing or a movie — 
well, it just didn’t exist. In a Moslem 
country you find a lot of restrictions on 
social behaviors that we take for grant­
ed: there was no alcohol allowed; men 
and women could not be in the same 
room in the hotel unless the door was 
open; couples could not hold hands 
unless they were married. And we 
didn’t doubt that the rules could be 
enforced.
After Phase I we had ten days in 

London, shopping, eating and lapping 
up the familiar little things we had 
come to miss in our Libyan world.

The Middle East political situations 
made us nervous. The American hos­
tages were still in Iran, and there was a 
lot of propaganda against the U.S. 
Any news we received was from the 
English newspaper put on the aircraft 
in Jeddah. There was very little news 
available to us in Libya, and the local 
papers were censored.

The Libyan people I talked to seemed 
in awe of us and the U.S. They didn’t 
really know much about us, but were 
very inquisitive. “What is the U.S. 
like?” “Did we like Libya?”
It seems like I’m painting a bleak pic­

ture of our Libyan experience. Not at 
all. It was different, surely, and at 
times frustrating, which was to be 
expected. But I think I speak for most 
everyone on the operation when I say 
that I enjoyed many things about the 
hadj trips... mostly, that we all became 
good friends. I’ll remember the endless 
games of cards and “Family Feud”; the 
tuna party in my room (door open, of 
course) when we celebrated in high 
style with canned tuna, crackers and 
bottled water; and the cup upon cup of 
capaccino, fueling long philosophical 
discussions. Even now, when we’re 
working other trips and some of us 
from the hadj are scheduled together, 
we find a special closeness. It’s a Fly­
ing Tigers experience I’m glad I didn’t 
miss.

For another personal view of the 
hadj by First Officer Rick Drury, 
turn to page 6.

There are five primary religious dut­
ies, known as the “Five Pillars of Is­
lam”, required of each Muslim: The 
first is the profession of faith; the 
second is prayer; the third — charity; 
the fourth — fasting. The fifth is the 
pilgrimage to Mecca... the hadj.
It was that fifth pillar that brought 

more than 60 Flying Tigers together in 
the arid North African country of Li­
bya, where for seven weeks they shared 
the adventures, the challenges, the fun 
and frustrations of expatriate life far 
from the comforts of home.

The group was the backbone of Fly­
ing Tigers’ recent hadj charter con­
tract, flying Islamic pilgrims from Li­
bya to Jeddah, Saudi Arabia and back. 
From Jeddah the pilgrims made the 
famed journey to nearby Mecca, the 
holy city.
The sophistication of air passenger 

travel service in the past few decades 
has made it possible for many more of 
the world’s 600 million Muslims to 
make the pilgrimage to Mecca. Not 
surprisingly, there has also been a 
flourish of special programs in Islamic 
countries offering travel services ex­
clusively for pilgrims.

Answering the transportation needs 
of one such country — Libya — Flying 
Tigers’ charter department, in conjunct 
tion with Nordair and Libyan Arab 
Airlines, developed the two-month-long 
hadj program.

Flying Tigers supplied the aircraft — 
B747 S748TA; thirty-six flight attend­
ants and two supervisors; six load mas­
ters handling the loading and unload­
ing of the aircraft, personnel accom­
modations and communications; ten 
maintenance representatives; and the 
expertise needed to coordinate the 58 
flights that carried approximately 
14,000 passengers to Jeddah and back.
The flights operated in two phases: 

Phase I, from September 22 through 
October 12, carried pilgrims from the 
Libyan cities of Tripoli, Benghazi and 
Sebha to Jeddah; Phase II, operated 
from October 24 through November 13, 
returned the pilgrims to Libya.
The four-and-a-half to five-hour 

flights carried approximately 490 pas­
sengers, three flight crew, ten flight 
attendants, three Libyan Arab Airlines 
flight attendants who assisted with 
passenger communications and ser­
vice, and a loadmaster.

Supervising Flight Attendants Kathy 
Styer and Rich McLafferty shared re­
sponsibility for the 38 flight attendants 
who worked on the hadj flights. The 
following are some of Kathy’s recollec­
tions about the operation.

Our day would start out with the 
flight attendant alert — usually a knock 
on the door, as the rooms didn’t have 
telephones. With two flight attendants
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.. it was with near fascination that I read the letter of 
introduction to the 1980 Flying Tigers hadj operation ..

were shuttled off to the delightful little 
town of Mannheim to our hotel and 
then, keeping true to Flying Tigers’ 
modus operandi, we boarded our own 
Boeing 747 in the middle of the night 
and launched to North Africa.

Through the cockpit speakers, port­
ents, like ghosts of our adventure’s 
character, infiltrated the flight deck. 
While the rest of us wrote letters, read, 
and slept, the pilots were the first into 
battle. Voices changed, languages were 
incomprehensible, the instructions and 
requests eliciting only shaken heads, 
the quickened rustle of charts and 
searches for names and places un­
known. And there was the ever-present 
sense of helplessness. As though the 
machine had been set in motion but the 
rules were now changed, the game dif­
ferent. And no one had offered a sum­
mary of the new gameplan.

Somewhere along the way there are 
at least two very basic things we are 
supposed to learn. Men usually digest 
the first in the military. Simply put: 
“Never volunteer.” The second item 
parents frequently toss out over the 
breakfast table and the morning paper. 
Again, simply put “Don’t believe every­
thing you read.” And so, nearing forty, 
I had heard both edicts again and 
again. But, and here is the crux, I 
obviously never learned what they 
meant. Thus it was with near fascina­
tion that I read the letter of introduc­
tion to the 1980 Flying Tigers hadj 
operation. It was summarized, in part, 
with the following: “...the operation 
offers substantial financial rewards as 
well as what amounts to a Company- 
paid vacation in Europe for the pilot 
...” Would the Director of Crew’ Re­
sources conjer us a hoax? Certainly not! 
I believed it. I volunteered. And I got it.

With our United States departure ex­
ecuted in a manner that would have 
brought tears to the most sadistic bur­
eaucrat, we finally arrived in Frank­
furt by various circuitous routes. We

Getting Acquainted

In the night amid the jet sounds and 
hushed cold air, we had time to get 
acquainted with our teammates, to find 
out why we were there, what visions 
and dreams had taken us to this place 
together. Our reasons were much the 
same; something vastly different and 
not so long as to be intolerable. It was a 
different land, a different people, and 
there was the lure of adventure in a 
society we inhabited where adventure 
is only in books, not in our lives. For 
me, it was also the Libyan desert where 
Antoinne de Saint Exupery flew with 
his French Simoun, crashed, and 
brought forth the immortal Wind, Sand 
and Stars. It was thus a piece of history 
that I had to witness and an invest­
ment in experience that I had to live.

First Stop — Benghazi
The airplane landed in Libya, and we 

descended the ramp into Benghazi, 
perhaps the mosthospitable and friend­
ly of Libya’s cities. Playing its part as a 
time-machine, the 747 had transported 
us into a land of rampant Socialism, 
Libyan soup, and the Dinar. Foreign 
money can be interesting, amusing, 
often pretty. But we quite often don’t 
fully realize what it means. After a 
lunch where the Dinars flowed freely, 
and we discovered its equivalent was 
about $18.00 U.S., we learned exactly 
what it meant!

For the pilots, the interest rested in 
where we would be flying, what routes, 
what procedures, and the rest of the 
aviator’s task. Charts were produced 
with a flourish and the highlighters 
flowed. The general route, either from 
Benghazi, Tripoli, or Sebha, was to 
Paleohora with Athens Control, across 
W-15 to Sitia and Larnaca, into the 
Damascus area, into Amman’s control, 
then down through Ameda, Al Shigar, 
Haliafa, Medina, and into Jeddah, 
Saudi Arabia. One way to be ferry, the 
other with 490 passengers.
The flying, like all flying in a new 

environment, commenced with confu­
sion and frustration. There is no radar 
control, there are checkpoints every 
few minutes, there is a change of lan­
guage and accent with every person on 
the radio. It was tiring work simply 
trying to cope with a thousand requests 
in several languages, with names and 
places totally foreign to us. But we 
knew we’d been there too long when we

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could finally run the route sans charts, 
understand every word, and actually 
have time to eat a meal between five- 
and eight-minute checkpoints.

To America!
What was available to us hung about 

like the early morning chanting which 
flowed as stratus cloud. Perspective 
and the sense of meaning were all avail­
able. For so many years we had been 
accustomed to our luxuries, many of 
them frivolous advantages yet coveted 
and protected like crystal and plati­
num. We even harbored our illusions 
with great care. It is true that in com­
ing closest to death one discovers life, 
and in not having the usual, one dis­
cerns what is of importance. We saw 
our true treasures of privacy, of know­
ledge, of openness, and freedom of 
value beyond gold. Here was some of 
the most intense living we would ever 
have — no “escape” — where we were 
suffocated and nurtured by the same 
things. What we found was friendship 
and comaraderie, troubles and hard­
ships shared, and a dinner toast where­
in two words shook me to the marrow 
and made me realize what we had: To 
America!

We found a people of the desert, of the 
North African continent, whose cul­
ture was so different as to perhaps be 
measured in centuries. A taste of ad­
vanced technology had swept the coun-

A Special Breed
And, of course, Flying Tigers was 

fully up to the task. As a tribute to 
Americans and that special breed of 
which Flying Tigers are, we simply 
refused to play the game their way. The 
hotel lobby became a gamemaker’s 
extravaganza of chess, backgammon, 
Monopoly, dominoes, Risk, Greed, crib- 
bage and various card games. Books 
were read in profusion. Who else could 
turn a particularly drab hotel into a 
veritable picnic, replete with Willie Nel­
son, sweep a cluttered beach clean and 
set up volleyball, disco on a bus to the 
Roman ruins at Leptis Magna, set 
beach chairs in the Mediterranean to 
read in the surf until sunset? Libyans 
were entranced at the results of a way of 
life we call freedom and the American 
way. Their serious efforts at repression 
and secret police were met in the usual 
Tiger manner — we laughed, invited 
them to play, and eventually they ended 
up laughing as well.

It was best summed up enroute to the 
most awesome and beautiful Roman 
ruins at Leptis Magna. One of the 
French-Canadian flight attendants 
from W ardair was clapping and laugh­
ing at the disco on the bus. She turned 
to me and said, “You know, you Flying 
Tigers are really special people. You 
have, how do you say .. . SPIRIT!”

“Battles”
The traffic became intense going into 

Jeddah. Over Damascus and Nicosia, 
air battles were fought on the ground, 
between sleepy controllers on land-line 
and relays from aircraft to aircraft. 
There were instructions to stop the air­
borne advance as though it could cease, 
in place, frozen in suspended anima­
tion, to be thawed and sent on singly 
on cue as desired. But it couldn’t be 
done. As the controllers from many 
countries argued, pilots from every 
country shouted back. It was one of the 
world’s great air battles, but known 
only to the hadj pilots and not to be 
found in the books of great aerial ac­
complishments. One had to be very 
careful, as the skies were, to coin a 
phrase, crowded.
Our tool was the Boeing 747-212B, the 

result of dreams, engineers’ hopes and 
calculations, ticking away the hours in 
the stratosphere, awash in the winds of 
every foreign land. How many hands 
had nourished it in its infancy? How 
many loves were won and lost, how 
much drama was acted to the last act 
as miles of wires and tubes and cables 
were set in place? Yet, the adult was 
pure efficiency, its heartbeat sure. Its 
faults were minor and its destiny ful­
filled. We were in awe of its cool effi­
ciency, its desire to do its duty. Taking 
its huge pulse was our responsibility. 
Its condition was monitored as it fought 
the blowing sands of Sebha enveloping 
its body like sheets of sandpaper, the 
torrid heat of Saudi Arabia’s incredible 
furnace, the rainy and windswept win­
ter of Libya’s November. But it con­
tinued on with a sort of majestic dig­
nity. It was a tribute to American 
technology, to those visions which cre­
ated it, to the surgeons who kept it 
breathing, to the crews who held its 
hand. As we neared the end of the 
adventure, it was as though the sand 
and corrosion, the ills and tempera-

try, yet it all lay open to rust and ruin. 
As Captain James Cook wrote in 1769: 
“...it would have been far better for 
these poor people never to have known 
our superiority in the accommodations 
and arts that make life comfortable, 
than after once knowing it to be again 
left and abandoned in their original 
incapacity of improvement. Indeed, 
they cannot be restored to that happy 
mediocrity in which they lived before 
we discovered them if the intercourse 
between us should be discontinued.” 
We saw the effects of the arrogance 
and independence of power where a 
people is being taken back a few hun­
dred years in time and where the effects 
of socialism smother the fires of moti­
vation and incentive, and the result is 
rubble. There was a great deal to learn 
in Libya, if only one took the time to 
look.

ment of Libya, were insidiously seep­
ing into the pores of the great hull. The 
surgeons became busier, pieces were 
more difficult to find, and time itself 
was taking its toll of man and machine. 
But both ran the distance.

When the flying became routine, the 
heat oppressive, tempers rising, condi­
tions less than desirable, there was 
still the fact of the universality of man, 
of events, of the things that are eternal. 
On just one night flight, Sebha to Jed­
dah, I could say to myself, is that not 
the same Orion entrusted to me as a 
child in California? Is this not the 
same moon I knew as a young lover? It 
is the same, a simple reacquaintance, 
something familiar, solid. It could well 
be St. Exupery’s special place; stars 
bright, limitless sand, ancient cities 
drawn from the depths, rolled under­
neath, inspected briefly. Damascus, 
world’s oldest city, set naked below; 
Cyprus, island alone; Medina — all 
exposed in their physical shells, the 
veins and arteries intertwining in our 
eye’s microscope — then swept behind. 
Yet it all remains, as such things do for 
a pilot, abstract and impartial, check­
points and time.

And what of our time out of our ele­
ment, of the time on the ground in a 
hostile land? To truly know a country 
and its people one must live in it. And 
living in it was a time trip. It is at once a 
mixture of pictures, emotions, thoughts 
and perceptions. It was a place to learn 
not only about others but about our­
selves. In our getting older, the mere 
passage of time is of no importance, but 
what we do with it is. As Lao-Tse wrote 
so correctly so long ago, “He who under­
stands others is learned. He who knows 
himself is wise.”

"These increases were spurred 
by renewed growth in operating 
expenses partially as a result of 
recent pricing actions by OPEC, 
as well as the domestic deregula­
tion of crude oil prices. These 
price changes will enable us to 
provide the reliable service that 
shippers demand and expect,"he 
said.
